By Car:
Canterbury has no street parking and is largely 
pedestrianised or difficult to negotiate. There  
are three Park and Ride options, Sturry Road,  
New Dover Road and Wincheap. Buses terminate 
at the bus station beside Fenwick. The nearest car 
parks to Fenwick are the multi- storey Whitefriars 
car park and the Watling Street car park, 
both accessible from Watling Street.
